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SELECTMEN/TOWN MANAGER 
Over the past few weeks volunteers and contractors have been busy repairing the South Gouldsboro public boat ramp.  The 
project was partially funded by the Harbor Reserve along with the donation of concrete planking from the State.  Harbor Reserve 
money is generated solely from boat excise taxes collected in the Town of Gouldsboro.  The final part of the project includes the 
expansion and paving of the parking area at the site.  Special thanks to the Harbor Committee: Jon Young, Lenny Bishko and 
Joe Boyd.   
 
The Schoodic Scenic By-Way Committee met in July and is continuing to work on the Prospect Harbor project.  Last spring, 
Gouldsboro received a $78,000 Federal Grant to fund the project   Preliminary designs are being drafted and will be presented 
and reviewed at the August 20th Selectmens meeting.   A public hearing will be held before the final design is accepted.   
  
We are attempting to put more pressure on Fairpoint and/or Time Warner to expand their high-speed internet services throughout 
Gouldsboro.   If you are interested in having high speed in your area please sign up at the Town Office or send an email to the 
Town Manager at town.manager@gouldsborotown.com including name, location and telephone.   
 
The Buildings and Grounds Committee continues to meet monthly reviewing necessary repairs to Town buildings.  Currently 
they are focusing on the Jones Pond Recreation area.

Just a reminder that all boats and ATV’s must have a VIN number in order to be registered using the State computer program.  
You should be able to find this number on the vehicle or an old registration. *** We hope to have tax bills mailed out by the end 
of August—just thought you might like to know!!! 
SOLID WASTE COMMITTEE 
We are saving more taxpayer money through everybody’s  ongoing effort to reduce the volume of trash going to PERC each 
week. Prior to June 1st we were running about 25% below the average of the last 2 years. Today we are pushing a 27% reduction 
in volume. More than 140 tons reduced is a savings of over $10,000.   The SWC has reviewed the operation of the Transfer 
Station to improve efficiency and  savings. Our first recommendation is to reverse the traffic pattern, requiring a left turn upon 
entering the site and proceeding to the attendant’s office before unloading. Transfer Station tags are to be displayed prominently 
or be available for the attendant to see.  Changes take affect August 7th.  Coastal Recycling is now accepting all sizes of tires 
with or without rims; fees start at $2.50 for auto tires and range up to $15.00 for super single tires.(Wednesday through Friday 
7:00 AM to 4:00 PM, Saturday 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM). 
FIRE DEPARTMENT   
Don’t forget August 17th at 6:30 PM the Schoodic Steel Drum Band will be playing at Station #1 in Prospect Harbor.  Hot dogs 
and hamburgers will be served with all proceeds to benefit the Fire Department auxiliary.  We will also have an open house and 
showcase our newest fire truck.

SHELLFISH WARDEN
Red Tide, PSP (paralytic shellfish poising) is a legitimate concern in this area, the current outbreak the worst in 50 years.  This 
occurs when plankton known as Alexandrium is in high concentration in the water.  There are also other potentially toxic species 
of plankton in Maine waters.  Make sure you get your shellfish from a reputable dealer.  If you are harvesting, doing so in a 
designated safe area is crucial.  Clams, mussels, quohogs, wrinkles and snails are all considered shellfish.  If you suspect you 
might have ingested contaminated shellfish or feel sick, contact a physician immediately.   Being responsible when harvesting or 
buying enables you to enjoy the bounty Gouldsboro has to offer. 
For a shellfish license contact the Town Office at 963-5589 or Mike Hall, our Shellfish Warden at 963-7104.   
Wardens notes: *8 complaints on harvesting in closed areas-6 warnings given *2 complaints on mussel draggers *12 calls for 
Red Tide information.  The Shellfish Committee and Warden hope you have a safe summer.
